Two E Z Ways
 To Search familysearch.org (without using Paf Insight)

1. In Paf, Family View screen or Pedigree View Screen, highlight the individual you want to search.

2. Method One – Hit Alt, then S, and then F in that order (not all three at once!)
Or you can do the same thing by…..
3. Method Two – Click on Search menu at top, click On Family Search Internet.
4. Method 1 is a shortcut to Method 2, so either method works the same way to open familysearch.org and show a list of possible matches to the person you highlighted.  

5. You can do a search without doing the “Sign on.”  However, if you want to find temple ordinance dates, you need to Sign on with your user ID and password. 
6. If the list is very long, click on Refine Search, then put in birth date or name of parents or name of spouse or any or all of them, and then click Search. 
7. Please note the box in top right corner showing where these records were found. If you are looking for whole pedigrees, they are best found in Ancestral File. However, Ancestral File contains duplications, much guesswork and many errors, so the information found there is not to be assumed accurate until proven so.
8. If you are looking for temple ordinances, choose to look in the IGI files.

9. There are 3 ways to transfer information from Family Search into your file:

1. Download a GEDCOM and import it into your file, then do match and merge. This is the only way to get the source, which is very valuable.

2. COPY & PASTE - highlight the information you want, right click on it, and then left click on Copy (or CTRL C).  Now go to Paf and right click on the space where the information goes and left click on Paste (or CTRL V).
3. Type it in your file, rather than copying and pasting.
Make sure to Save when finished.  
10. You can go back and forth from one screen to the other by clicking on the program you want on the task bar below...or.....
11. You can make a split screen by right clicking on the bottom tool bar, blank space, and then left clicking on Tile Window Vertically.  (Make sure to Un-tile when finished.)
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
