Demo – Export, Import and Merge with Paf Insight (sample)
Handout 16
For this demonstration on a projector, you will need to have 2 Gedcoms prepared, one for the mother’s side of a pedigree and one for the father’s side of the same pedigree.  It will help if you have both parents in both Gedcoms for matching purposes.  Also, make sure there is some other match/merging left undone for demonstration purposes.
1. Open Paf 5

2. Click File, New, name it (name of a child of the parents in the Gedcoms you prepared.)
3. Type the child’s information into the edit field. Then, import the mother’s gedcom and link her up to the child.
4. Click Tools, Paf Insight.
5. Click on Merge.  Paf Insight shows a list of possible duplicates.
6. Now let’s go through this list making decisions as we go.

7. When done, Close Paf Insight and click Yes to save your changes.

8. Look at Pedigree – We still need the father’s pedigree. 

9. Click on File, New. Name it (name of father)
10. Import the (name of father’s gedcom).  Now we will clean it up.
11. Click Tools, Paf Insight. 
12. Click on Merge.  Paf Insight shows a list of possible duplicates.

13. Now let’s go through this list making decisions as we go.

14. When done, Close Paf Insight and click Yes to save your changes.

15. Export this file to the desktop and name it the same name. 
16. Go back to the first file you created. 

17. Import the father’s gedcom you put on the desktop.
18. Notice that her pedigree still does not show the ancestors imported. (This is the reason why some people think it didn’t work, and they mistakenly import the same gedcom again.)
19. Click on Tools, Paf Insight, and complete the Merge process again.

20. When done, Close Paf Insight and click Yes to save your changes.

21. Now, look at the pedigree.  It should be complete with both parents’ lines back 5 generations.
22. Congratulations!  At this point, be sure to make a backup before exiting.  
23. Remember, if you fail to make a BACKUP, you have left all your work on the computer and you have nothing to take home with you. What you leave here could get deleted or altered by others, so don’t count on it being here the next time you come back.
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
