How to Update Temple Codes

Global Search and Replace:

This feature in Paf comes in handy if you get a long list of errors on temple codes after importing a gedcom.  Print out that list and then follow these instructions.   

1. Open or Restore your file in Paf.

2. Click on Tools
3. Choose Global Search and Replace from the drop-down menu.
4. Search and Replace text in:  Choose Temple Codes from the drop-down list. 
5. Click in Search for field.

6. Type in the incorrect temple code or the 2-letter code found in your error list.

7. Click in Replace With field 
8. Type in the correct temple code, using The New Temple Code list in Handout 22a
9. Put checkmarks in both boxes below.

10. Click on Replace.
11. Read the list over to confirm all places were corrected as intended.
Paf Pal: (this is a separately purchased program which we have at the FH Center.)
1. Open or Restore your file in Paf.

2. Click on Tools.
3. Choose Paf Pal.
4. Choose the Replace tab. 
5. Search and Replace text in:  Choose Temple Codes from the drop-down list. 
6. Click in Search for field.

7. Type in the incorrect temple code or the 2-letter code found in your error list.

8. Click in Replace With field 
9. Type in the correct temple code, using The New Temple Code list in Handout 22a.
10. Put checkmarks in both boxes below.

11. Click on Replace.

12. Read the list over to confirm all places were corrected as intended.
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
