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Note:  This process requires that you go to a Family History Center where the “Temple Ready” Program is installed on the server.

Restore file to hard drive:

1. Double-click on “Paf 5 icon.

2. Close “Welcome to Personal Ancestral File”.

3. Insert disk.

4. Click on File, Restore
5. Highlight the file you want to restore.  Click on Restore.
6. Click OK when restore is complete.

7. Now, close your file in Paf 5, so you can open it in Temple Ready.

Temple Ready Update My Records:

1. Double click on  the Family Search  “Temple Ready” icon

2. Click on English.  Temple Ready screen appears.
3. Click on Update My Records.

4. Find your Paf file on the hard drive and Click on it to open it in Temple Ready.

5. Select Families & Individuals.  Screen appears.

6. Click on Edit, Click on Select all. (This selects all names listed in your file.)

7. Click on Next in lower right hand corner.

8. Your Record is on the left. The Ordinance Record is on the right side.

9. Note how many records were found in upper right hand corner. If more than 1…
10. Click on the arrows to go forward or backward to view each record.  Remember, the earliest date is the one that counts; the later dates are duplicate work.

11. Choose the record on the right side that has the dates you want transferred into your file.

12. Click YES to transfer the ordinance information into your record.

13. The only data that transfers into your record is the ordinance dates and temples.  If you see additional information on the right side that your record lacks, write it down on paper and add it to your file later.  

14. Go through all records until all are completed.
15. When done, a summary report appears.  This shows all the individual records in your file that were updated.  It is not necessary, but you may choose to print it.
16. Click Done on lower right hand corner.

17. Re-open your file in Paf 5.

18. Make a back-up of your file to take home and restore to your home computer.

Reminder:  We recommend that you first search the IIGI through Paf Insight. Then come into the center during the week to get this done.
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
