Questions:

5.  Do you currently have any particular questions I can help you get the answer to?  Do you now know anything particular I could help you with? 

6.  When is the best time to meet?  When can you come into the Family History Library?

7.  Do you have any particular goals for your Family History work?

Goals:

Establish goals with the family, depending on their current involvement, needs and focus.  Try to set short term goals, preferably ones which could be completed by the next meeting, and which will help the family progress towards their long term goals.   

Suggested Goal Setting Areas:

Gathering Information (Gather the information currently available in the home and from relatives into one place, so it is clear what is had and what is lacking.)

Researching  (Decide on an individual or family whose information in incomplete, to focus research efforts on.)

Performing Temple Work (Confirm all the information available for an individual or family, submit the name(s) for temple work, and go to the temple to perform the work.)

Sharing  (Distribute the information you have gathered and researched by sharing .paf files with interested family members, publishing a family history, sharing stories of ancestors with children, displaying pictures of ancestors in your home, etc.)
