Week 3. Let’s Take Some Ancestors to the Temple! How to do a Family Ordinance Request (FOR)

Now that you have tidied up your file, you can begin checking which families still have some ordinances to be done.

In the Pedigree with Details view, let’s look at the little Temple symbols beside each couple. They are:

Click on the [image: image4.bmp] symbol. A window will open and you will see:
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Select the ordinances that you want to check. FamilySearch will help you

determine if you can do them.
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Jonas Osborne is ready to take to the Temple. Under the old TempleReady system, you could not have taken Jonas to the Temple, because he did not have a date or place of birth. In new FamilySearch, he has all the requirements – a name, gender and a relationship/s to someone, so he can benefit from all the ordinances. You just have to tick the boxes, and click the Continue button. Follow the prompts, and you will quickly and easily print out a FOR to take to the Temple. This replaces the submission disk you used to take.

Click on the [image: image5.bmp] symbol. A window will open and you will see:



One member of this family still needs to be sealed to his parents. This option gives you the choice of doing his work yourself, or assigning it to the Temple for others to do. It could be sent to any Temple in the world because names are distributed by Salt Lake City.

Resist printing an FOR (Family Ordinance Request) while you are working. Instead, always click “print later.” The temples are having a huge problem with people coming in with a ream of FORs, each with one name. It is a huge time and paper waster and the temples have requested that we don’t do this. When you are ready to go to the temple, log into nFS and on the home page, click on the Temple Icon. Now you can see one family at a time, people you have prepared for temple work. Select the ones you wish to print cards for, then at the top of the page click the link named “Next page”. Click and go through each family. When you are done selecting names and are ready to print the FOR, click the Continue link at the bottom of the page and print out one FOR for the entire batch of names you have prepared.

At the Temple office, you may be invited to scan your own FOR, so that the cards will print out. As soon as you have done this, stamp the date in the space on the top right-hand corner. This will help you sort the “done” FORs from the ones you are to take to the Temple. You may also be asked to cut up the card sheet/s, and enter your details in the Patron FOR Log. This has changed slightly, as you will now be asked to enter your Stake, as well as your other details.
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
