Skype and other New Fangled Technology
How does this apply to me?

Insights into FamilyInsight: Full Synchronization FAQs
~Does Full Synchronization mode add everything in my file to new FamilySearch?~

No. With Full Synchronization you must choose which, if any, information you want to add to new
FamilySearch and which information you want to add to your file from New FamilySearch.

~ How do I choose which information I am adding to my file? ~

Next to each event is a drop down menu that will let you choose how or if you want to add
information to your file.
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* Replace Mine replaces the information you have in that data field in your file with the
selected information from new FamilySearch.

* Add as #1 puts the selected information in the primary data field for this event in your file
and moves what you have already in that field to section called Other Events. This allows
you to keep more than just one date and place for an event.

* Add as New adds the information from new FamilySearch to a new event of the same type
in your file but leaves what you have in the primary event field alone.

* Ignore does not add anything to your file.

~Why can't I sometimes add marriage information or children to my file?~

For adding marriage information, sealing information and children to a marriage in your file you
must first match the marriage in new FamilySearch with a marriage in your file, if there is one, or
add it as a new marriage. When this has been done you will be able to choose which information to
add from the drop down or choose to add children to this marriage from new FamilySearch.
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You will not be given the option to match a marriage if the FamilySearch Person ID is different.
(NOTE: If the person on new FamilySearch has been combined with the PID that you have in your
file, you can match the MRIN even though the PID is different). If you cannot match the MRIN, this
means that you need to combine duplicates for one or more of the spouses in this marriage.
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~Why can't I add the children of a person to new FamilySearch when I am adding or
synchronizing the parent?~

You must first search for an individual before you can add them to new FamilySearch. This is to
prevent more duplicates from being added to the FamilySearch database. We cannot assume a
person is not in FamilySearch simply because they are not connected to their parents. They may be
entered as an individual or as a spouse in a marriage. If you have Synchronized the parents and then
search their child and do not find him in new FamilySearch, you can then add him and he will be
linked to these parents on FamilySearch.

~ What if I synchronized a person with the incorrect record on new FamilySearch, can I
remove the FamilySearch ID from my record? ~

Yes. It is easy.

* Select the person with the FamilySearch ID that you want to unlink.

* Choose the "Unlink" command in one of the following ways.
* Right click on the name and choose "unlink" from the list that appears.
* Click on the Action menu on the menu bar and choose "Unlink".

This will remove the FamilySearch ID that appears above the name in your record on the left hand
side. This is the ID that is used when searching and matching.



If you have added the FamilySearch ID as a custom event or as an other event, you will need to
either manually remove it or save over it the next time you synchronize this record.
